KAVACH FORTRUCKERS

Kawach, meaning protection is a project
aimed at protecting the Trucker
population against HIV-AIDS and other
Sexually Transmitted Diseases.
Truckers are considerd a high risk
population for HIV-AIDS and there is a
growing concern to prevent the spread
of STIs in them. Vatsalya is actively
working with them and helping them
know and understand the ways and
means of preotecting themselves.

We created awareness among 315619
High Risk population of truck drivers
and provided free treatment to 58968
through our clinics.

Targeted Interventions for Female Sex
Workers

In partnership with the Rajasthan State
AIDS Control Society (RSACS), Vatsalya
has been creating awareness among
female sex workers and mobilizing the
population for undergoing HIV test in
the government run ICTC center.
Vatsalya is closely working with 500 Sex
workers to help them understand the
need to avail medical and health
facilities in order to prevent themselves
from acquiring infections and STTs.
